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Dear colleagues:

In 2014, academician Yakov Borisovich Zel’dovich, the outstanding Russian scientist, one of the founders of the modern combustion and detonation theory, would turn 100. In view of this important date, the Scientific Council on Combustion and Explosion of the Russian Academy of Sciences with the support of academic and R&D organizations of the Russian Federation decided to launch preparations to the International Conference on Combustion and Detonation “Zel’dovich Memorial” to be held in Moscow, 27-31 October 2014. 
The conference will be organized in the format similar to that used in 1994 and 2004, at the First and Second Zel’dovich Memorials, dedicated to his 80th and 90th birthday anniversaries, and will include 15-20 invited lectures and a large number of poster presentations. Both previous Zel’dovich Memorials clearly showed that the foundations of combustion and detonation theory laid by Ya.B. Zel’dovich live and develop, and professionals worldwide recognize the fundamental contribution of Zel'dovich in this area of knowledge. 
On behalf of the organizing Committee of the International Conference on Combustion and Detonation “Zel’dovich Memorial” we invite you to participate in the conference. In the near future, the information on the conference will be posted on the website of (http://zeldovich-100.ism.ac.ru), where you can register and upload an extended abstract of your contribution.
The conference scope will consist of three main areas: 

1. Development of combustion and detonation theory, based on approximate analytical approaches. 

2. Mathematical modeling of combustion and detonation. Models taking into account the mechanism of chemical reactions and related physical and chemical transformations and gas dynamics. 

3. Experimental diagnostics of combustion and detonation. Experimental verification of theoretical and computational findings.
Deadline for submission of extended abstracts (no more than 4-5 pages with 3 figures and 2 tables in English) is July 15, 2014. We plan to have the conference proceedings published before on-site registration.
